HOW TO INSTALL KERIO MAILSERVER
All versions of Kerio MailServer come with a configuration wizard for setting up basic features
such as the administrative account, the primary domain, and the location of the store directory.

All services within Kerio MailServer are selfcontained, meaning it has no dependencies on other
services which may be pre-installed with the operating system. Most server pl atforms ship with
services such as SMTP (mail sender) or HTTP/HTTPS (WWW server). These services will conflict
with Kerio MailServer services, andshould be disabled before installation. For running shared
services on the same system, Kerio MailServer supprts the use of custom ports for its delivery
services

In a typical scenario, a company would set up an email domain, e.g. reviewer.com, create several
email accounts, and enable anti-spam protection and anti-virus control i all in the Configuration
Wizard. Administrators (and reviewers) should be able to configure Kerio MailServer in about 15
minutes with minimal reference to the manual.

ATo use the Kerio MailServer Virtual Appliance,you can use either VMware server or
VMware player.

ATo test with Microsoft Outlook, you will need to install the Kerio Outlook Connector.
Supported versions of Outlook are 2000, XP, 2003, and 2007.

ATo test Microsoft Entourage, the recommendation is to use version 2004 service pack 2.

ATo test web mail: Internet Expl orer 6/7, Firefox 2/3, or Safari 2/3.

Quick Start

1. After moving through the Configuration Wizard, log into the Kerio Administration Console
program. In Configuration/Services, set up the services you are planning to use. If you would like
to run a web server on the same machine, for example, stop the HTTP / Secure HTTP service or
assign a different port to it T since Kerio WebMail uses its own web server running on standard
port 80. Create user accounts for individual domains (Domain Settings/Users). Account names
should correspond with the usersd primary email addr e
2. If you would like to retrieve email from remote POP3 accounts or domain accounts, create
corresponding accounts in Configuration/POP3 Download. If email from these accounts is to be
sorted into local accounts, also define the sorting rules. If email for certain domains should be
received from a secondary server using ETRN command, define corresponding accounts in
Configuration/ETRN Download.

3. Set up anti-virus control in Configuration/Content Filter/Antivirus. Choose a plug -in module for
the anti-virus engine that you have installed. Choose the action that should be performed in case
an infected attachment is found. You can also choose to filter certain types of attachments (e.qg.

executables).

4. Set up your email client to connect to Kerio MailServer or just open a browser and connect
with the administrator account created during installation.

Additional Options
Alf Kerio MailServer is running behind a firewall, map the appropriate ports on the firewall.
Aset up email backup if necessary (Configuration/Backup).

ACreate a certificate for the mail server for secure communication, or ask a commercial
certification authority to do this.
